On September 2, 1941, the US Navy selected Renton,

Washington as the site where Boeing would build its XPPB-1
Sea Ranger. Later, Boeing’s Renton Plant would produce the
B-29 Superfortress, which was a key weapon during World
War Il. The Renton Plant witnessed the dawn of the Jet Age
when the first commercial jet liner, the Dash-80, took off
from Renton in 1954. Since then, Renton has been home to
the best selling commercial airplanes in aviation history,
including the 707, 727, 757, 737 and 737NG, and has now
been selected as the production location for the 737 MAX.

Renton’s contribution to the movement of goods and

people around the world is astounding. Forty-two percent of
the jetliners in air around the world today took their maiden
flights from Renton Municipal Airport. With nearly 9,000
737s delivered, a Renton-built 737 takes off or lands some-
where in the world every 2.2 seconds. Currently The Boeing
Company is in the process of making tens of millions of
dollars of capital enhancements to the Renton site to achieve production rates of 42 planes per month by 2014 and to prepare
for 737 MAX production.

With 11% of Washington State’s exports and 3% of the State’s overall economic impact directly attributable to 737 production
and approximately 15,000 aerospace workers in Renton, Renton’s aerospace sector is quite clearly one of the most important
contributors to the Pacific Northwest economy. Three of The Boeing Company’s six main business divisions, Boeing Commercial
Airplanes, Boeing Capital and the
Shared Services Group, are
headquartered in Renton, firmly
positioning the City as Boeing’s
command post in Washington State

and, arguably, the entire Western

Poised For Expansion

Renton is eager to see its aviation history continue for decades to come and is continually working with The Boeing Company to
take steps to ensure its position as the center of aerospace in the Puget Sound region.

In 2001, the Renton City Council adopted a development agreement that guarantees Boeing the right to produce airplanes at
the Renton Plant for 45 years regardless of future land use decisions. In 2003, the City further strengthened that commitment by
adopting a new vision for the Renton Plant and its surrounding neighborhood. Airplane manufacturing is strongly encouraged.
New high-density urban development, including office, housing and retail, will be supported if and when Boeing decides to
surplus land for redevelopment.

In 2010, the City and Boeing negotiated a new long-term lease at Renton Municipal Airport. Boeing will continue to occupy
more than 60% of the airport’s leasable area until 2030, and the agreement includes two additional 10-year options.

Room To Grow

The Boeing Renton Plant totals
approximately 190 acres in North
Renton on the shore of Lake
Washington. The company is in the
process of making massive enhancements to the site to support announced increased 737 production rates to 42 planes per
month by 2014 and to prepare for production of the 737 MAX. Roughly 25% of the acreage at the site is currently dedicated to
surface parking lots.

In addition to the Renton Plant site, Renton has a number of large and affordable development sites available to support
additional aerospace manufacturing, research and development, and industry-related business activity.

King
County International Airport-Boeing Field is just six miles from Renton’s Municipal Airport. Renton is the only local municipality
with its own airport as well as a seaport. The 170 acre facility features charter, air taxi, corporate, business and recreational fly-
ing services.
